
HOW TO REACH UNIVERSIDAD CARLOS III 

 

1.- By Taxi

Taxi usually takes 20 minutes from the centre of Madrid and it costs approximately 25 euros. 

Taxi from/to the airport takes about 35 minutes and it costs approximately 45 euros (be ready 

to pay cash – not all taxis accept credit/debit cards).  

 

Please, keep your invoices so that you can get the taxi expenses reimbursed.

2.- By Public transportation 

 

From the center of Madrid (estimated time is 33 minutes): you can take the suburban train 

(Renfe Cercanías), lines C4A or C4B, both heading to Parla in Atocha, Sol or Chamartin stations. 

Get off at “Las Margaritas Universidad”. Train frequency is about every 10 minutes and the trip 

takes about 15 minutes. From there, you have a 10 minutes walk to reach the University. 

 

From the airport, Terminals 1, 2 & 3 (estimated time is 1 hour): you can take the metro line 8 

to Nuevos Ministerios. Change there to the suburban train (Renfe Cercanías), lines C4A or C4B 

(both heading to Parla). Get off at the stop Las Margaritas/ Universidad. From there, you have a 

10 minutes walk to reach the University. 

 

From the airport, Terminal 4 (estimated time is 1 hour): you can take the suburban train (Renfe 

Cercanías), line C1, heading to Madrid (Chamartin, Atocha and/or Principe Pio. Then, in 

Chamartin Station, change to either line C4A or C4B (both heading to Parla). Get off at the stop 

Las Margaritas/Universidad. From there, you have a 10 minutes walk to reach the University.
